8. Non-arrivals will be non-refundable for any reason.  
9. A place at this conference is for you personally, however, substitute participants will be accepted at 

any time – a name will be required for both face to face or virtually or admission will be refused. 
10. Shared places are not permitted.  
11. In the unlikely event of conference cancellation by the Regional Studies Association, conference 

registration payments will be refunded in full.
